Albania’s domestic generation is almost entirely dependent on hydropower
since the country’s only thermal power plant is currently inoperable. The total
installed generation capacity has increased over the last few years because of
new private investments in hydro power plants and more recently in small
solar farms.

Albanian Power Corporation (KESH): The Albanian Power Corporation is the
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state-owned company responsible for electricity generation. KESH operates
hydropower plants and contributes significantly to Albania's electricity
production.
